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Malawi’s new Land Law comprises:

10 Acts enacted in 2016-2017

Four Acts gazetted as effective from 01 Sept 2017 :i.e.
Land Act, Land Survey Act, Land Acquisition Act, and the
Malawi Housing Amendment Act.

Gazetting of other Acts i.e. Customary Land Act, awaits:

a) human resource recruitment at District Councils and T/A

levels,
b) establishment of CLCs and CLTs, finalization of subsidiary
legislation and adoption of guidelines.

Concerns remain: will the land titling of customary
estates and the G8 Alliance agenda not facilitate huge land
sales of customary estates?
