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Abstract

This article reviews the development
process of trade between China and Germa-
ny within 1981 and 2007. We divide it into
three stages and demonstrate its character-
istics and variation within various stages. We
analyze the change of trade structure,
measure its intra industrial trade indices and
analyze the relationship among FDI, multi-
national corporations and trade between
China and Germany. We show that the
trade structure approaches to the same and
competitiveness becomes more and more
evident with the development of trade be-
tween the two countries, though the trade
complement dominates. We also show that
the trade condition of China trading with

Germany is worsening. FDI and the behavior
of multinational corporations of Germany in
China are induced by trade as a whole and
push its development. We also analyze fac-
tors influencing trade between China and
Germany. As a summary, though the trade
between the two countries may be faced
with some disadvantageous factors, it has a
capacious development in the future, under
the background that the two countries de-
pends more and more each other and the
development of globalization of economy.
