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What is the meaning of Russia in 2012?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: For me Russia
stands for a society which is still in a
process of transformation. It is actually a
split society, because a sufficent part of it
still supports the current regime. But there
are also people who want to see changes
and who want to see the evolution of the
political regime. The split should be seen
also in terms of generations, in terms of
education, in terms of whether you live in
the city or in the countryside and whether
you use internet and social networks or
whether you just listen to the television.

Hamsa Fassi-Fihri: Russia means for me a
big nation that is looking for itself, for its
new identity for this century, after its very
harsh 20" century. Russia is a country
which is looking for its identity as a player
on the international field.

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Andrej Tibold: For Russia the year 2012 is
mainly characterised by the re-election of
Vladimir Putin as president and by the
emergence of political opposition move-
ments, mainly in urban areas. It also
showed that Russia’s rulers do not propa-

gate a real ideology.

Oren Magnezy: As an Israeli, I believe that
Russia is an important international power,
with a special interest in the Middle-East. I
see the Russians as a strong and proud na-
tion that is trying to deal with the post-
Cold-War era in different ways. Having
more than one million Russian speakers in
Israel who carry much cultural and political
influence, I believe we should find more
ways to engage and solve some of the diffi-
cult issues in the bilateral relationship.

Gennady Kulbitskiy: For me, like for all
Russians, Russia means everything.

Which are the most important political
challenges for Russia in the 21st cen-
tury?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: The two most im-
portant challenges are the following: 1)
about the political regime. It is about the
question in which kind of country we want
to live in - a country which is more like a
sovereign democracy or more like a liberal
one. 2) about how centralised our system
should be and how many things can be
delegated to the regions.

Hamsa Fassi-Fihri: Let’s put it into key-
words: assuming an identity as a nation,
building a state of law, modernising the
country, industrial modernisation, bureau-
cratic and public administration manage-
ment as well as political dialogue.

Andrej Tibold: The biggest political chal-
lenges that Russia will face in the 21st cen-
tury are in the short term:

- to move to a democratic system

- more economic equality for its citizens
- more respect for human rights

- the rule of law

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It will be hard to continue denying these
growing demands to the Russian population.
It will be crucial that such a desired transi-
tion will go along evolutionary lines, instead
of revolutionary ones. In general, whatever
path of development Russia will follow in
the 21st century, maintaining political sta-
bility, regardless of the nature of the politi-
cal regime, will be essential in securing the
territorial integrity of the Russian Federa-
tion. History showed that political instability
often led to territorial disintegration of Rus-
sia.

Gennady Kulbitskiy: First of all, we have
to do everything possible to achieve
economic growth in order to satisfy the
numerous needs of the Russian society. On
the other hand, Russia as a multinational
state has to remain united. The collapse of

the country has to be prevented.

What is the meaning of the European
Union in 2012?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: The European
Union stands for an entity which lacks a
long-term vision at present and which is

actually trying to find itself in new
circumstances: it looks for a new balanced
vision somewhere inbetween an

international organisation and supranational
governance.

Hamsa Fassi-Fihri: The European Union
today is still a beautiful example of coopera-
tion between countries: first for peace and
then for stability. It is also a beautiful ex-
ample of integration: seeing its limits by the
importance of the region too. And the EU is
a strong economic player: but even in the
economic field, the region is also a limit.

Andrej Tibold: In 2012 the EU is being
confronted with upholding the European
idea, as reflected in the Eurozone. It stands
at the crossroads of disintegration or more
economic and political integration. In that
sense closer political integration of the EU is
one the most important challenges it faces
in 21st century.

However, the foundations for more political
integration should be economic.

Oren Magnezy: In contrast to the common
perception, I believe Europe and European
leaders have a generally positive and coop-
erative approach towards Israel. Being in a
difficult position due to the ongoing eco-
nomic crisis, I think Europe seeks stability
and conflict management more than it usu-
ally does. I am inspired by the unification
concept of Europe and by the persistence of
countries like Germany to keep the union
functional even in times of dire economic
situations in the different member-states.

Which are the most important political
challenges of the EU in the 21st cen-
tury?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: It is about finding
a new balance between sovereignty and a
delegation of the sovereignty to the supra-
national level, because basically what we
see now is the fact that no economic inte-
gration comes without a political integra-
tion. The more you have economic integra-
tion, the more you have to delegate political
sovereignty to the supranational level. Basi-
cally it is about how much you delegate and
how much you leave for yourself.

Hamsa Fassi-Fihri: Let's put them also
into key words: building a political union
which is a step further from the one of to-
day. Being a player for peace around the
Mediterranean, which is a political challenge
for the EU. And reshape its industrial and
economic organisation to have new per-
spectives for economic growth because our
industry needs to have new openings for
developments.

Andrej Tibold: Maintaining the EU as an
economic union with a common currency is
a major challenge. Another major political
challenge will be to decarbonise the EU ec-
onomy and as a result move towards a less
resource dependent economy. Lesser re-
source dependence will give the EU more
political manoeuvrability in the international
political arena.

On the other
hand, in the 80s nobody could have
imagined that the Soviet Union would
collapse. Nowadays the main question is
whether or not the EU

disintegrates. Everything else is secondary.

Which role does the European Union
play to cope with Russia’s challenges?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: The EU can be a
model of political rights because Russia has
to keep up with the discussions on democ-
racy, human rights and the rule of law. But
the challenge is to have the discussion not
from upside down, that is to say not in such
a manner as if teaching to students, but
rather as a discussion of two students about
shared experiences.

Hamsa Fassi-Fihri: I think an example is
the energy dialogue. It shows the nature of
the relationship of the two parts, because
through the energy dialogue you can see
that these two parts of the world are very
dependent. And not only an unilateral de-
pendency, it's really linked in both direc-
tions. So cooperation with the common goal
in the energy partnership is something that
can be put in different fields. And Western
ideas may help in thinking differently and
finding other solutions.

Which role does the Russian Federation
play to cope with the EU’s challenges?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: No role. Not at
the moment.

Hamsa Fassi-Fihri: Maybe on the security
issues Russia can be a partner, because of
its specific role. In the Middle East maybe.
We have historical links with some other
countries around the Mediterranean. As far
as security is concerned, I think there is a
role to by played by the Russian Federation.

Who are the multipliers of EU-Russia
relations today and in future?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: The challenge of
EU-Russian relations is that they are mostly
governmental relations. The involvement of
the business sector is relatively small. It is
growing, but it is not as big as it is in Trans-
Atlantic relations. The bottom line is that of
course we have governmental structures,
we have business and expert structures, but
in the future we should have more business
and expert involvement. Business and ex-
pert communities should play a bigger role
as multipliers. Furthermore, considerable
input can be made through the improve-
ment of trans-governmental relations.

Hamsa Fassi-Fihri: This is a difficult ques-
tion. I do not know much about it. But gen-
erally speaking, the multipliers can be the
civil society, because links are built in the
civil society. And maybe by having some
more media coverage of the already exist-
ing structures. And again I will take the ex-
ample of the energy-dialogue and the secu-
rity-dialogue with NATO. So many things
exist, so many partnerships exist. Maybe by
showing what already exists we can multiply
the other initiatives.

Andrej Tibold: The multiplier potential of
EU-Russia relations is enormous; unfortu-
nately practice shows that its outcome re-
mains limited. It is mainly on the business
level that EU-Russia relations are being
multiplied. However, the business environ-
ment in Russia needs substantial improve-
ment so that EU companies can make use of
this potential. EU companies could do much
to modernise and increase the efficiency of
the Russian economy, which should eventu-
ally increase the population’s standard of
living. As recent developments in Russia
have showed, it is mainly the middle class
that carries the ideas of political reform and

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modernisation. A bigger middle class could
ultimately push through the needed political
reforms, as mentioned above. But this will
take decades to achieve. On a political and
institutional level, unfortunately, little pro-
gress is made towards increasing multiplica-
tion.

Gennady Kulbitskiy: The most important
multipliers are the governments. This will
remain the same in the future.

Which global role does Russia have in
the 21st century? And which global role
does the EU have in the 21st century?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: Both Russia and
the European Union remain important eco-
nomic and political centres. The European
Union is probably more of an economic cen-
tre while Russia is probably more of a politi-
cal centre. I would like to see more coop-
eration between Russia and the European
Union. They can be more important players
together in the global arena when compared
to what each of them does by itself vis-a-vis
China, the US or any other player. This is
not about power politics, this is more about
engagement and having a say at the table.
It is wishful thinking at present, and we
have to do quite a lot before we come to
that. Anyways, both Russia and the Euro-
pean Union do remain important players,
and they can multiply each other if they
work together.

Hamsa Fassi-Fihri: For Russia the role is
to be one of the players in a multi-polar
world. This is something that is on the way.
So if on the one hand Russia and on the
other hand the EU are each separately one
of the players, they can collaborate to
multi-polarise the other actors. And not to
bi-polarise them.

Andrej Tibold: Russia regards itself as a
global player and a world power that has to
be take into account on the international
stage. Since the global economies have an
increasing appetite for natural resources,
Russia will have a huge potential to supply

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its resources to global markets. If Russia
continues to maintain a foreign policy, as it
followed in the past decade, natural re-
sources will probably be used as the means
to consolidate its position as a global power.
The EU could serve as an aggregator of po-
litical value systems and a modernised
economy to the rest of the world by demon-
strating the benefits of economic and politi-
cal integration. Whether the EU will play a
role as a global power remains to be seen.

Oren Magnezy: As I mentioned, Russia is
pursuing a stronger influence in the world. I
believe that the challenge to regain influ-
ence should be done responsibly and it
should always consider democratic values
when engaging in the bilateral relationships.
The role Russia should have is the one of a
force for moderation and stability. Russia
should use its great intellectual power to
advance technology, science and innova-
tion. The Cold War left much collateral
damage throughout the world, but a compe-
tition (or cooperation) on the best technolo-
gies in the fields of medicine, communica-
tion and environment could create a huge
benefit for Russia, its citizens and the whole
world.

The EU should not become isolationist due
to the economic crisis, but it should spend
more efforts on formalising a more coherent
and coordinated European foreign policy.
Europe should be open to immigration but it
should be careful not to allow a too massive
influx of work immigrants to destabilise its
internal affairs and cause extremism on
both sides. Despite the temporary difficul-
ties, the EU should continue and be a global
model for human cooperation, standardisa-
tion and growth as the best way to over-
come human tragedy and suffering. As an
Israeli, I hope Europe continues its coopera-
tion with my country and its involvement
with the political processes in the region,
while always maintaining a balanced and
constructive approach to all sides.

Gennady Kulbitskiy: The role of Russia is
a leading one. The EU has to make more
efforts to play a more prominent role in the
world. Politically, the EU can play a more

Which is the most painful heritage
from the time of socialist Totalitarism
remaining in your country?

Dr. Tatiana Romanova: I think in general
it is the fear. The fear of the older genera-
tion especially. The younger generation
seems to have got rid of it. It is the fear to
say openly what you feel and what you
would like. And in general a disbelief in pub-
lic institutions and in the activities of the
society. The idea is that these public institu-
tions are what they are and there is no way
to change them. But the positive thing is
that the younger generation doesn’t have
that fear. We need to have more will to
challenge the institutions and to actually
transform them into the institutions with
which we would like to live.

Andrej Tibold: An indirect heritage of so-
cialist totalitarianism in my country are the
nuclear weapons which still remain in the
Netherlands and which were already based
there during the Cold War.

Gennady Kulbitskiy: The worst thing is
the indifference of the population. Especially
the indifference to what is happening
outside Russia.
