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Translation: Dedicated source: dozens of Burkinabe soldiers and al-Qaeda militia members
killed in attacks and clashes in Sahel Province.

A dedicated source to an-Naba’ shared the details of new attacks in Sahel Province by the
soldiers of the caliphate against the murtad armies and militia who fight the Mujahidin
together.

According to the source in the attacks dozens of Burkinabe soldiers and militia members were
killed. Three vehicles were seized and three others destroyed. This after an attack on a base



in (Tin-Akoff). This is the second blow hitting the Burkinabe army in just a few days.

Dozens killed in an attack on an army base in (Tin-Akoff)

A source dedicated to an-Naba’ said the soldiers of the caliphate, on Wednesday (Sha’ban 1),
engaged in a big attack on a base of the murtad Burkinabe army in the village (Tin-Akoff) in
the area of (Odalan) in North-Eastern Burkina Faso.

The source added that heavy clashes continued for about 40 minutes. While the Mujahidin
stormed the base warplanes desperately tried to stop the attack in six airstrikes.

The battle continued despite the airstrikes

The source added that after the airstrikes the battle went for about two hours, culminating in
controlling the entire base. Dozens of soldiers were killed and wounded. A number of them
were captured. Among those killed were a large number of militia members fighting for the
Burkinabe army. They retreated from the village from the village that was first targeted and
went to support the army base where all of them succumbed under the strikes of the
Mujahidin. Praise be God.

In the attack two armoured vehicles and three cars were damaged, three others were
captured, as were dozens of motorcycles and a large stock of different weapons and
ammunition. Praise be God.

Missing, again !

A media source quoted on the Burkinabe governments account reported that “in the attack
on the military base” 20 were killed and dozens are missing in combat, without clarifying
how they got “lost”. In his comments to an-Naba’ the source asked: did the Burkinabe find
it’s soldiers that went missing in the previous attack? And how many soldiers will go missing
in this new attack?!

After the attack the Burkinabe army claimed it had killed dozens of Mujahidin in the
airstrikes, something that was denied by an-Naba’s source, stating the number claimed by
the army was the number of Mujahidin killed in other attacks combined. Despite the air
attack the number of casualties was much lower than what the defeated army claimed in
their sketchy statement.

It is noteworthy that the attack on the military base of Tin-Akoff occurred three days after
the major offensive the soldiers of the caliphate conducted on a big convoy of the Burkinabe
army on the road between (Dio) and (Oursi). Almost 70 of them were killed {...)

40 al-Qaeda members killed in clashes with the Mujahidin in (Menaka)

On another front, on (Sha’ban 9) the soldiers of the caliphate had clashes with large numbers
of the murtad al-Qaeda militia after they tried to advance on positions of the Mujahidin near
the town of (Isil) in the area of (Telatit), northwest of (Menaka). Clashes broke out with a
variety of weapons. The battle lasted for several hours. Almost 40 of them were killed,
dozens wounded and one was captured. The Mujahidin captured 11 vehicles and a stash of
weapons and ammunition. Praise and glory be God.

Successful commitment, 3 failed detonations !

The source added more details; the al-Qaeda militia left their base in great numbers for an
attack from their base in (Tin Zaoutine), near the border with Algeria, and from (Kidal) in
northern Mali for an attack on the Mujahidin in (Menaka). The source stated that the
Mujahidin observed their approach and successfully lured them towards the town of (Isil) in
the early morning. Heavy clashes broke out in the early morning and lasted till dusk.



The source added that the murtad militia during their wretched attack sent three VBIED's to
the defence outposts of the Mujahidin. This is a tactic rarely used in their clashes with
regional armies and supporting militias.

From defence to attack

The source said the Mujahidin took the blunt from the attack and started a counter-offensive
and sent in troops to break the murtadins ranks. They fell into their hands, seeing the
Mujahidin appear from the failed bombs they used. There was not a single member of the
murtad militia that did not flee from the battlefield. The Mujahidin tracked them for nine
kilometres, God failed them. They were spotted and attacked by the Mujahidin (...)

The source stated eight of the Mujahidin were killed (...)

This week the Mujahidin killed and wounded a number of Nigerian soldiers and police
officers. This during different attacks on a patrol, an army checkpoint and a police station in
the area of (Borno) and (Yobe) in North-Eastern Nigeria. A dedicated source to an-Naba’
detailed that about 25 spies and militia members working for the Nigerian army were killed
in a preemptive security operation targeting a meeting they attended close to the village of
(Dikwa) (...)

Killed and wounded, an armoured vehicle damaged on the road to (Maidogori)

By the grace of God Almighty, the soldiers of the caliphate detonated three explosive devices
on patrols of the murtad Nigerian army on the road between (Maidogori) and (Damboa) in



the area of (Borno). An armoured vehicle was damaged and some were wounded or killed.
Praise and glory be God.

One killed in an attack on a police station

On the same day the Mujahidin, armed with machine guns, attacked a camp of the murtad
Nigerian police in the village (Magumeri) in the area of (Borno). One officer was killed, two
vehicles belonging to hostile international organizations inside the camp were damaged. The
killed officer’s rifle was taken and the Mujahidin safely returned to their camp.

Two militia members killed — attacking a military base

According to dedicated source of an-Naba’, on Monday (Sha’ban 14) the soldiers of the
caliphate, armed with machine rifles, attacked a camp of militia fighting for the murtad
Nigerian army in the village (Mongoro) in the area of (Borno). Two of them were killed.
Praise be God.

The source added that on Friday (Sha’ban 18) a checkpoint of the murtad Nigerian army was
attacked in (Mafa) in the area of (Borno). They clashed with different kinds of weapons, they
ultimately fled. The Mujahidin captured one of their rifles. Praise be God.

45 spies killed in a security operation in (Borno)

The source said that on the evening of Wednesday (Sha’ban 16) the soldiers of the caliphate
attacked a gathering of spies and militia members working for the murtad Nigerian army in
the village (Mokdolo) north of (Dikwa). They attacked them with machine guns and killed
nearly 45 of them. Praise be God.

The source explained that the Nigerian army lists dozens of spies and militia members, living
in villages close to the Mujahidin, spying on them and monitoring their movements,
especially military campaigns and the movement of army columns clearing the way ahead.
Hunters and scrap collectors !

The source added that the Mujahidin were able to capture some of these spies. During
interrogation they confessed that they were recruited by the army and guised their
operations as scrap and mineral collectors and hunters.

The source stated that the targeted were killed as they recently engaged in spying for the
Nigerian army, providing them with information on the movements of the Mujahidin during
their last campaign in the area of (Banki), an attack that was thwarted by the Mujahidin.
Praise be God.

Pre-emptive security operation

The source revealed to an-Naba’ that after this failure in (Banki) the Nigerian army began to
prepare an operation to attack the Mujahidin in the area to (Dikwa), sending spies and
militia to the town of (Mukdulu) close to (Dikwa) to spy and monitor the Mujahidin’s
movements.

The source confirmed that during the gathering of those spies and militiamen inside the
town, a security detachment of the Mujahidin surprised them. They besieged them and
opened fire, which explains this large number of killed. Some of them fled, only to end up in
more horror. The Mujahidin safely returned to their base. Praise be God.

Dead or repentance !

The source confirmed to al-Naba’ that death is the inevitable fate of everyone who begs
himself aiding the murtadin against the Mujahidin. This was a message to the spies

and the local militias that repentance means to break ties with the army completely (...)
Killing two spies and attacking an army camp



In a related context, the soldiers of the caliphate on Tuesday (Sha’ban 22) captured two spies
working for the Nigerian army in the area of (Bahriya) near (Borno). They were killed with
pistols. Praise be God.

Last week

Last week the Mujahidin in Western-Africa conducted nine operations in which around 15
Nigerian soldiers were killed, including two militia members. One vehicle was destroyed,
three others damaged in operations (six IED attacks and three direct operations) carried out
between (Borno) and (Yobe).
