December 9:

o Multiple attacks on Nigerian armed forces 

 

Translation:  This week, the soldiers of the Caliphate in the Western African 

Province, killed and injured a number of men in the ranks of the Nigerian 

army. They attacked an army camp and destroyed their vehicles in three 

separate attacks in the Borno region, North-West Nigeria. 

 

On Wednesday 6, Jumada al-Awwal a vehicle of the Nigerian army patrolling 

between Wajiroko and Damboa was destroyed, all passengers were killed. 

 

Related, on Thursday 7, Jumada al-Awwal the Soldiers of the Caliphate 

attacked a Nigerian army camp. The army fled the scene. 

 

On Friday 8, Jumada al-Awwal the Soldiers of the Caliphate attacked a 

Nigerian army camp and killed one soldier in Mallam Fatori 

 

At least seven Nigerian soldiers were killed last week and others wounded, a 

lot of equipment was destroyed. Another attack happened on a camp in 

Mallam Fatori, that was shelled over 20 times while two Christian villages 

were attacked and two Christians were killed.

• An attack by JNIM on Malian armed forces 

 

Translation: A number of killed and wounded in the ranks of the murtad Malian army 

in two car bomb attacks.  

 

On November 12 a car bomb killed several Malian soldiers near the village of (Tom), 

their vehicle was destroyed, all passengers were killed. 

 

On November 26 a Malian army vehicle was targeted near (Nono). It was completely 

destroyed.  

 

On December 8 a convoy between (Guire) and (Boudjiguire) was attacked, dozens of 

Malian soldiers were killed and wounded.

December 14: 

 

Translation: An attack by the Mujahidin on an outpost of the Malian army near 

(Siko). 

On Friday 15 Jumada al-Awwal 1444, December 9 2022 JNIM attacked an outpost of 

the Malian army in the area of the village of (Ghara). Their attack caused the death of 

two of the Tawaghit. One motorcycle was burned. The rest of them fled leaving their 

material behind as spoils of war for the Mujahidin. The Mujahidin safely returned to 

their encampment. 

On Sunday 17 Jumada al-Awwal 1444, December 11, 2022 a car of the Malian army 

was hit with an explosion, wounding and killing those aboard.

Two days ago, the 

soldiers of the Caliphate attacked a convoy of the unbelieving Nigerian army with a variety of 

weapons close to the village of (Boratai) in the area of Borno. Two of them were killed, others 

wounded. The Mujahidin captured two rifles and ammunition.   
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
