The Yonsei-SERI EU Centre, the Institute of East and West
Studies in Yonsei University, Oxford Institute for Energy Studies in the
University of Oxford, Global Energy Cooperation Centre in the ROK
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and Konrad Adenauer Stiftung in Korea
have prepared an international energy conference under the theme
of “Energy Supply Options for the Unified Korean Peninsula:
Lessons from Germany” in Seoul on November 28, 2013.

At the conference, the energy policy and infrastructure of pre- &
post-unification of Germany and Germany’s long-term energy supply
policy will be discussed. Drawing upon this experience, plans on
energy cooperative measures between South and North Koreas, as
well as exchanges in Northeast Asian cooperation initiatives among
Russia, China and the two Koreas will be explored.

Once the upcoming Sino-Russian pipeline gas deal is
completed, its impact on regional and global gas trading will be
highly significant. More importantly, the geopolitics of this pipeline
development will have important implications for the Unified Korea.
One of the most tangible impacts will be the introduction of a circular
gas pipeline connecting Russia, China, and the Korean Peninsula,
which will constitute the first trilateral or quadruple energy cooperation
formula and open the door for the meaningful multilateral cooperation
in the Northeast Asian region for the first time.

Another meaningful energy project is the “Peace Park” concept.
President Park mentioned the idea of building a peace park in the
DMZ as a part of her trust-building process during her address to
the U.S. Congress in May. As the Peace Park proposal requires
an international agreement for its implementation, it will be safe to
assume that the main parties for the international agreement will be
the Six Party Meeting members. A joint crude oil storage development
project could serve as a complimentary project that can consolidate
the Peace Park initiative.

This conference will be an opportunity to propose meaningful
alternatives for the development of the energy industry in South
Korea, as well as the future energy development of the unified Korea.

We sincerely look forward to your participation in this very
meaningful conference.
