INVITATION

The Institute of East and West Studies at Yonsei University and
the Oudord Institute for Energy Studies, in association with the Konrad
Adenauer Stiftung in Korea, the Korea Energy Economics Institute,
the US-Korea Institute in the SAIS at Johns Hopking University, and
the Korea Gas Corporation, have prepared an international energy
conference under the theme of “Natural Gas Cooperation for the
Unified Korean Peninsula and the Lessons from Germany” in
Seoul on Friday, November 21, 2014,

During the first half of 2014, the Nartheast Asian region had wil-
nessed a breakthrough in the long delayed Sino-Russian gas deal The
historic gas deal on May 21, 2014 will have very significant impacts,
opening new opporunities for neighboring countries which are depen-
dent on LNG supplies, such as Korea and Japan. More importantly, the
geopoitical nature of this pipeling development will have massive impli-
cations for uniting the Korean Peninsula. An introduction of a circular gas
pipeline connecting Russia, China, and Korean Peninsula (North and
South Korea) will open the door for meaningful multilateral cooperation in
the Northeast Asian region for the first time. In paraliel with the Sino-Rus-
sian gas deal, the expansion of gas supply from North America to Asia
will also strengthen the role of Korea, Japan and China as the main hub
of LNG consumption as wedl as the role of Korea as the facilitator for
enargy cooperation between the US and China, contributing to the denu-
clearization of the Korean Peninsula.

Based on the first conference in 2013, the 2014 conference will
continue the discussion on the geopolitics of energy for a unified Korean
peninsuta. The moming session will discuss the lessons from Geamany,
a country which has managed its heavy dependence on Russian gas
very wisely. It would be very helpful to leam from Germany's expenence.
The aftemoon session will focus on two topics; one is how Sino-Russian
gas deal in May 2014 affects the security of energy supply on the Korea
Peninsula, and the unification of the Korean Peninsula, and the other is
how the US shale gas revolution and its LNG exports to Asia affect gas
trading in the Northeast Asian region.

This conference is a greal opporiunity to propose meaningful al-
ternatives for the development of the energy industry in South Korea, as
wedll as the future energy development of a unified Korea.
