President, minister talk education reform 

ZAGREB, Sept4 (Hina) - President Kolinda Grabar-Kitarovic met with Science and Education Minister 
Blazenka Divjak in Gospic on Monday, telling reporters the education reform was key for society's 
development "because we must create people for the future, strong and self-confident, employable and 
mobile." 
The president said ideological disputes were not part of the education reform and that togetherness 
could be achieved on that front because 90% of the reform was uncontroversial. 
"We must ensure modern teaching, educate teachers, steer people into areas for the 21st century, 
STEM areas, for example, so that our people are employable, through the concept of dual education and 
the concept of life-long learning," the president said after she and Divjak visited an elementary school in 
Gospic, where the president had temporarily relocated her office. 
Grabar-Kitarovic said it was a good decision for Prime Minister Andrej Plenkovic to chair the commission 
for implementing the education reform because ideological disputes should be eliminated. 
Depoliticisation does not mean that politics will not ensure the framework of the reform, said Divjak. 
She added that contents should be depoliticised and myths debunked. 
The president underlined the importance of information technology and digitisation of teaching, of the 
link between universities and the business community, and of practical work. 
Grabar-Kitarovic and Divjak told pupils they should learn for life and not for grades. "We must sprint" to 
catch up with the modern world, the president said, while the education minister said more money 
should be set aside for science and education. 

 NGO says yet another school year beginning without real 
changes to education system 

ZAGREB, Sept 4 (Hina) - The civil society organisation "Forum for the Freedom of Education" said on 
Monday that yet another school year was beginning without real changes to the education system and a 
clear answer as to what education policy Croatia wanted to implement. 
"Even though in the last two years education has been one of the priority topics, even though citizens 
took to the streets in large numbers to show political structures what kind of education they want for 
their children, believing that Croatia can do better and that education can be better and more sensible, 
we still don't have a clear answer at the beginning of yet another school year as to what kind of 
education policy Croatia wants to implement," the NGO said in a statement. 
Had there been real political will and consensus on education as a national interest, "this year the first 
generation of pupils would start attending a new school, a school where they would be taught according 
to new curricula developed by their teachers and where they would be educated in the spirit of the 
modern world, bearing in mind their past, but being taught competencies needed for the future," the 
NGO said, adding that the main obstacles to the education reform were lack of vision and desire on the 
part of the relevant structures to reform the system.

Labour minister: We didn't take President's remark to heart 

ZAGREB, Sept 5 (Hina) - Commenting on President Kolinda Grabar-Kitarovic's statement that the lower 
unemployment was also due to people emigrating from Croatia, Labour and Pension System Minister 
Marko Pavic on Tuesday said that the government did not take the President's statement to heart and 
that it wished to activate and educate the labour force. 
"We simply have a record-low unemployment rate and that needs to be observed in a wider context, 
including employment data. I am pleased with the Croatian Pension Institute's numbers which show that 
there are 55,000 more insurees than two years ago, or 23,000 more than last year, and that the ratio of 
the employed to pensioners is growing. We are aware of the problem of people emigrating, which was 
to have been expected with the borders 'falling' (in the EU), however, the government is working 
responsibly," Pavic said. 
He described several projects launched by the government to boost employment. 
"We are working on employing the young, women and people in an unfavourable position on the labour 
market, particularly in rural areas. One such project is 'Wish', which will employ 3,000 women to care for 
12,000 households in rural areas," he underscored after addressing a conference called "Vocational 
education in the comprehensive curriculum reform."  
 
Dual education model has to match characteristics of Croatian industry 
Asked when dual education would come to life and when the first results could be expected, Pavic said 
that a special adviser had been appointed to tend to that matter. 
We will take the German and Austrian systems as the model, however, we need to create a model that 
will respond to our industry, he said. 
Before the year's end, two dual education projects will be launched. One, valued at HRK 12 million, will 
improve the training of teachers in vocational schools and the other will encourage competitions in 
those schools to boost the adequacy and integrity of such professions and motivate students to enrol in 
vocational schools, Pavic said. 
It is necessary to strengthen vocational education and modernise it. We have 80 million euro from the 
European Social Fund and the first project will be implemented before the end of the year, he added. 
He underscored the need to introduce dual education and on the job training to cater to the business 
sector. We are already heading in that direction, the minister said. 
 
We primarily wish to activate and educate Croatia's labour force 
Asked about the possibility of increasing the quota for imported workers, Pavic said that Croatia still had 
170,000 unemployed persons while on the other hand, 12,000 jobs were continually being advertised by 
the Croatian Employment Service. 
We will analyse quotas for each sector. We held talks to see what their needs are and subsequently 
increased quotas only where we came to an agreement with our social partners - unions and employers. 
That refers to the construction sector, where otherwise investments would have been jeopardised, 
particularly the construction of hotels, said Pavic. 
"That is why we have introduced education measures and in September already programmes for the 
tourism sector will commence, followed by construction and other sectors that currently have a 
shortage of workers," he concluded. 
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
