The current scenario of MSW in Brazil lacks investment due to: i) limited developments on

Concessions; ii) constrains on municipal budgets; and iii) lack of coordination among
small/medium municipalities.

In this context, BNDES aims to use its existing Project Development Facilities to foster
MSW Concessions led by states (spreading a case of success of the MG state).

= In addition, BNDES plans to stablish guidelines and legal/technical models for MSW
concessions in Brazil, enabling replication of such initiatives through a robust model.

Restoration demand in Brazil o BNDES

* Inthe coming years, there will be a significant increase in the demand for restoration in the
country, especially due to the requirements of the new Forest Code, Law 12651/2012.

* According to a study (Soares-Filho et al. 2014, published in Science), from 20 to 22 million hectares
can be restored , of which 78% is in Legal Reserves and 22% in Permanent Preservation Areas

(PPA).
* The compensation mechanism using the Environmental Reserve Quotes (CRA) has the potential to

fulfill part of the Legal Reserves’ deficit, thus reducing restoration demands.

* The restoration goals presented in The National Plan for the Recovery of Native Vegetation
(Planaveg) account for 12.5 million hectares in 20 years, and 0.39 million hectares in the first 5

years.
