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Introduction

Contemporary international relations are subject to a multitude of
complex challenges, among which transformations in the international
order feature most prominently. For scholars of international relations,
the international order constitutes a fundamental framework shaping
global change. This order is actively constructed by major powers to
regulate the behaviours and relationships of diverse actors, effectively
weaving together norms, principles, beliefs, and practices through
the collaboration of states and international organisations. Such
processes ensure conformity with the prevailing expectations set by

those who establish the order.

The issue of international order prompts both academic and practical
questions. Academically, scholars interrogate the multilevel
transformation of the international order—notably, how the previously
U.S.-centred order is evolving, whether competing or parallel orders
are emerging, and how small and medium states reconsider their
perspectives and policies in response. Historically, U.S.-led institutions
such as the IMF, WTO, and World Bank have been central to the
establishment and maintenance of the global order. These institutions,
together with security alliances like NATO and multilateral forums
such as the Shangri-La Dialogue, have collectively constituted
the underlying architecture of international security and economic

regulation.
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Regionally, similar dynamics unfold. Organisations such as the Association
of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) and the ASEAN Regional Forum
(ARF) provide essential mechanisms for both economic and security
cooperation within Southeast Asia, establishing region-wide norms and
cooperative practices. Newer architectures, such as the Free and Open
Indo-Pacific (FOIP) strategy and initiatives advanced by BRICS (Brazil,
Russia, India, China, and South Africa), offer alternative or competing
visions of order. These attempts to engage, especially with the global
South, have precipitated fresh interrogation of the implications

for national-level foreign policies.

Practically, emergent international orders influence a range of interactions
—from large-scale aid for infrastructure and environmental preservation to
heritage protection, border management, cross-border trade, and human
resource development—impacting both central gsovernments and local
communities. Notably, the effect of such orders is neither monolithic
nor confined to the national core. While academic analysis often
focuses on foreign policy as the key interface between states and
the international system, engagement in reality occurs at multiple
levels. Some transnational projects are targeted directly at local

communities, making “the local” itself a diplomatic actor.

This complexity is accentuated in the Thai context. Here, “local” refers
to areas outside Bangkok rather than specific administrative entities,
highlighting the disproportionate focus on central policies and
the relative neglect of peripheral and border regions. Thailand’s
extensive land and maritime boundaries with Myanmar, Laos, Cambodia,
and Malaysia ensure that regional interactions and transborder issues—
ranging from disease and environmental spill-overs to trafficking and

smuggling—exert significant impacts on border and coastal communities.
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Academic studies in Thailand relating to regional impacts of international
order can be categorised into: (1) analyses of local governance affected
by centralised, externally-influenced policy; (2) studies focused on
border areas’ direct engagement with neighbouring states and third-
country investment, frequently from a sociological or anthropological
lens; and (3) research on economic zones and transnational economic

integration.

In conclusion, shifts in the international order demand a re-conceptualisation
of how impacts are assessed and managed, extending beyond
the purview of national policy to recognise the multiscalar and multi-
actor nature of international engagement. For Thailand—and by
extension, other similarly positioned states—navigating these challenges
entails integrating peripheral, local, and border perspectives into both
academic inquiry and policy making, thereby enabling more
comprehensive and effective responses to the evolving global

landscape.

Background and Context

This paper explores the how has the transforming international order
and the competition between the United States, China, and Japan
shaped interactions between each country with Thailand and
the Mekong Subregion, a geographical area includes Myanmar, Thailand,
Laos, Cambodia, and Vietnam. It argues that the competition triggered
multilevel and multi-dimension interactions between the United States,
China, and Japan with actors in diverse levels in the subregion.

The interactions come in different forms through different channels.
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Questions:

1.

How does the FOIP initiative affect local communities in Thailand?
To what extent can existing theoretical frameworks in international
relations account for these phenomena, and how might these
frameworks require adaptation to maximise educational benefit?
What preparations should be made, both academically and

in terms of policy, to effectively respond to such interactions?

Arguments:

1.

The FOIP initiative has fostered interactions between international
regimes and local communities across multiple dimensions and
levels through various development projects. The resulting
competition amongst the United States, China, and Japan in
providing development assistance has generated diverse forms
of interaction between international frameworks and localities.
Contemporary international relations theories have largely emerged
from academic developments rooted in Western historical contexts.
As a consequence, insufficient attention has been paid to localities,
which function as sub-state units, despite the fact that they often
experience direct, tangible impacts from international engagement
at the structural, community, and individual levels.

In order to prepare Thailand for these changes, educational
institutions should develop curricula that enhance students’
awareness of the interactions between international systems and
localities. Such efforts would cultivate individuals capable of
advancing, critically reflecting upon, or devising policies that
appropriately respond to the complex and diverse forms and
dynamics of international relations, thereby strengthening

communities.
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Main Findings:

1. Local communities are the frontline that interacts with a wide
range of immediate interactions and consequences.

2. The curriculums and theory in International Relations filed
in Thailand, however, have not developed concepts, theories,
methodologies, and every awarenesses that could help ignite

students’ and public interests.

Policy Recommendations:

1. The theory and the method that we need to develop is to integrate
the elements and the understanding of interactions between local
and international relations; in other words, multi-levelled and
multi-dimensional approaches must be developed.

2. Universities, research institutes, and other actors that advocate
for academic and research development can work together to

empower curriculum development and relevant activities.

Background and Context

Over the past two decades, regional universities in Thailand have
developed diverse approaches to teaching International Relations (IR),
moving beyond traditional models centred on capital-based institutions.
With their proximity to specific contexts and missions to serve local
communities, these universities have increasingly emphasised integrating
global knowledge with local issues to produce tangible results.
This transformation aligns with the discourse on Global IR and the
concept of localisation, which call for reducing knowledge centralisation

and accepting diverse perspectives in academic knowledge production.

This study examines how regional universities integrate local contexts
into IR curricula against the backdrop of changing Asia-Pacific seopolitics.
The research focuses on five regional universities across three major

regions: Chiang Mai University (North), Mahasarakham University and
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Ubon Ratchathani University (Northeast), and Prince of Songkla University
and Walailak University (South). Through qualitative research methods
including curriculum analysis and in-depth interviews with faculty
members, the study explores how these institutions balance global
theories with local phenomena, respond to geopolitical changes, and

create value-added contributions to IR scholarship.

Key Findings
The research reveals that regional universities are transitioning from
knowledge recipients to knowledge co-creators through three main

dimensions:

1. RELATIONAL KNOWLEDGE PRODUCTION

Each university has developed specialised expertise according to its
geographical and cultural context. Prince of Songkla University focuses
on the Muslim world and Thailand’s Deep South conflict, developing
expertise in Turkish studies and Middle Eastern politics. Walailak
University concentrates on maritime ASEAN studies, particularly
Indonesia, Malaysia, and the Philippines. Universities in the Northeast
(Mahasarakham and Ubon Ratchathani) emphasise Mekong Sub-regional
studies and cross-border dynamics with Laos. Chiang Mai University
maintains broad coverage while developing particular strength in

Myanmar studies and Lanna history.

This specialisation represents a gradual evolution. Initially, curricula
were mainstream-focused with local content comprising only 10-20%
of course materials. Over time, as faculty gained research experience,
local content became increasingly integrated into regular teaching. For
example, in diplomatic history courses, Islamic diplomatic history was
incorporated alongside mainstream content because it resonated with

the context of southern Thailand.

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2. NETWORK BUILDING AND CROSS-LEVEL CONNECTIONS

Regional universities have established connections at multiple levels,
though not yet at full potential. Local connections occur through field
trips to border areas, consulates, and neighbouring country universities.
Faculty take students to observe local-international interactions directly,
such as district-level meetings between Thai and Malaysian officials in

the South, or cross-border trade dynamics in the North and Northeast.

Connections with local governments manifest through research
collaborations and policy consultations. International connections
develop through partnerships with universities and funding agencies
abroad, particularly from China, the United States, and the European
Union. However, cooperation among Thai regional universities themselves

remains limited, representing a significant missed opportunity for

synergy.

3. NEGOTIATION BETWEEN GLOBAL AND LOCAL KNOWLEDGE

Integration involves continuous negotiation between universal and
specific knowledge, academic standards and local relevance, and
Western versus local knowledge systems. The key methodological shift
identified is changing the starting point from theory to phenomena,
then applying theory to understand local contexts rather than forcing

local phenomena into predetermined theoretical frameworks.

Faculty members hold diverse views on this balance. Some worry that
over-emphasis on local issues may weaken IR as a discipline, while
others argue that mainstream theories need not dominate curricula.
The practical approach that emerged involves starting from local
or regional phenomena that students are familiar with, then gradually
connecting to theories and concepts at the global level. This approach
helps students see the value of theory as an analytical tool rather than

something to memorise without understanding its connection to reality

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IMPACT OF ASIA-PACIFIC GEOPOLITICS

The changing geopolitical landscape directly impacts IR education in

regional universities through several channels:

CHINA’S INFLUENCE: The Belt and Road Initiative has created
new opportunities for research funding, scholarships, and institutional
cooperation, particularly in northern and northeastern universities.
However, concerns exist about imbalanced research directions, with
funded research tending to emphasise positive impacts while critical

studies receive less support.

US INFLUENCE: Previously significant through USAID programs focusing
on Mekong issues (in the North and Northeast) and conflict reduction
(in the South), American support has decreased substantially in recent
years, especially under the Trump 2.0 administration. This reduction
has caused universities to lose important research funding sources
but also opened opportunities to rethink research directions without

dependence on single funding sources.

DIVERSE ACTORS: Beyond the two major powers, various actors influence
different regions differently. In Mekong issues, Japan, South Korea,
Australia, and the European Union play important roles. In the South,
Muslim countries and European nations focusing on human rights
dimensions have influence. This diversity is reflected in curricula, with
southern universities emphasising the Muslim world and Middle East
more than China, recognising that 21st-century geopolitical competition

extends beyond US-China rivalry.

MAIN CHALLENGES

The study identifies several critical challenges:

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STRUCTURAL AND RESOURCE CONSTRAINTS: Faculty members face
heavy teaching loads, diverse administrative responsibilities, and large
student numbers, leaving limited time for research. Funding agencies
tend to favour applied research and innovation over basic theoretical
research in IR. Some universities lack external funding, making them

dependent on foreign support for collaborative projects.

LEGITIMACY OF KNOWLEDGE: Regional universities face deeply
embedded beliefs that valuable knowledge must come from centres—
both Western academic centres and Bangkok. This creates pressure
to maintain “universality” in the narrow sense of equivalence with
Western approaches. Limited language skills and resources make

accessing diverse literature challenging.

LACK OF INTER-UNIVERSITY COOPERATION: Despite having
complementary areas of expertise, regional universities work largely
in isolation, losing opportunities for faculty exchange, joint degree
programs, collaborative research, and creating a collective voice that

could challenge knowledge centralisation.

CURRICULUM AND EMPLOYMENT CONCERNS: Whilst integration of
contemporary cross-border issues (climate change, cyber security,
artificial intelligence, transnational migration, terrorism) remains
underdeveloped, the study found that career pathways are more diverse
than traditionally assumed. Graduates work not only in the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs but also in border camps, business sectors, international
relations departments of various organisations, and local government
positions dealing with cross-border issues.

Despite challenges, the integration creates three significant added

values:

MULTI-LEVEL ANALYTICAL FRAMEWORKS: Regional universities help

make abstract international order concrete by studying how global

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phenomena manifest in specific localities. The fact that district chiefs
in southern border areas regularly meet with Malaysian counterparts,
or that local governments in the Northeast maintain relationships with
Lao agencies, represents part of building international order at
the local level that may align with or contradict the order that central

governments attempt to create.

MAKING INTERNATIONAL ORDER CONCRETE: Students learn that
international order is not merely an abstract structure determining state
behaviour but is constructed and reconstructed through practices at
multiple levels. This understanding is crucial for developing Thailand’s
foreign policy, which should not view geopolitical competition as
a zero-sum game between two superpowers but as complex dynamics

with actors at multiple levels having different impacts across regions.

DECENTRALISING KNOWLEDGE PRODUCTION: The development of
multiple centres of expertise challenges the centralisation of knowledge
production. Regional universities possess unique characteristics
that are strengths: proximity to issues, data access, contextual
understanding, long-term perspectives, and accountability to communities.
These characteristics give knowledge from regional universities

the potential to challenge and expand existing IR theories.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The study proposes development approaches at three levels:

POLICY LEVEL: (1) Develop diverse quality assessment frameworks that
recognise different institutional missions and contexts (2) Create funding
mechanisms supporting IR research focused on local and cross-border
sub-regional issues (3) Establish new positions such as “Foreign Relations
Analyst” or “Cross-border Affairs Coordinator” in local governments
along border areas (4) Support diverse academic cooperation with

multiple countries beyond traditional partners

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INSTITUTIONAL LEVEL: (1) Establish a “Regional University Network
for International Relations Studies” to share expertise, resources, and
experiences (2) Develop specialised research centres aligned with each
institution’s focus areas (3) Create systematic alumni tracking systems
and connections with labour markets (4) Invest in faculty development
through international conference participation, diverse journal database
access, and teaching methodology training (5) Reduce workload to

allow more time for research and teaching development

CLASSROOM LEVEL: (1) Develop teaching formats that start from local
phenomena rather than abstract theories (2) Integrate experiential
learning through field studies, expert interviews, and community-based
projects (3) Promote critical thinking toward both global theories and
local knowledge (4) Use diverse literature representing voices from

different regions, not limited to Western sources

IMPLICATIONS AND FUTURE DIRECTIONS

This study contributes to the Global IR debate by presenting perspectives
from “overlapping peripheries,” where Thai scholars at regional
universities occupy complex positions—peripheral compared to Western
academic centres and Bangkok, but central compared to the local

communities they study.

The research reveals a gap between awareness of Global IR discourse
and actual practice, caused by structural factors including quality
assessment pressures, resource constraints, language limitations, and
expertise constraints. However, it also demonstrates that regional
universities possess unique strengths in producing knowledge with

depth and concreteness that distance-based studies cannot match.

The transition from periphery to multiple centres of expertise requires
structural changes in power relations in knowledge production and

validation. This transformation is not about creating isolated local

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theories but building diversity that is interconnected. Each university
developing specialised expertise creates opportunities for cooperation
and exchange based on complementary expertise, ultimately contributing
to developing a truly global IR discipline that values multiple pathways

to knowledge.

The study concludes that while challenges remain significant, regional
universities in Thailand are successfully navigating the tension between
global knowledge and local identity, creating innovative approaches
that serve both local communities and contribute to international
scholarly discourse. Their experiences offer valuable lessons for similar
institutions worldwide facing comparable challenges in an era of rapid
geopolitical transformation and increasing recognition of the need for

diverse voices in IR scholarship.

Background and Context

The global power structure of the 21st century has definitively shifted
toward the Indo-Pacific and transformed the region into a strategic
competitive area between major powers, led by the United States and
its allies, and the rising power of China. This rivalry extends beyond
traditional military security into a “competition through development,”
where foreign aid serves as a critical strategic tool. While the United
States and Japan advocate for a “Free and Open Indo-Pacific” (FOIP)
emphasising governance and quality infrastructure, China promotes its
“Belt and Road Initiative” (BRI) focused on rapid, large-scale physical
connectivity and non-interference. Within this geopolitical landscape,
Northeastern Thailand, or Isan, has evolved from a peripheral region
into a critical strategic frontier connecting Thailand to the Greater
Mekong Subregion. However, traditional Thai international relations
analysis has largely been dominated by a “Bangkok-centric” perspective,
which overlooks the complex dynamics at the sub-national level where
foreign policies are actually practiced and contested. This research

argues that understanding Thailand’s foreign policy in the modern era

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requires examining local dynamics, viewing Isan not merely as a passive

recipient of aid but as an active agent navigating global power shifts.

The study investigates two main research questions regarding the
interaction between global powers and local governance. First, how
international assistance from major Indo-Pacific powers—specifically
the United States, Japan, and China—affects the dynamics of local
development and the processes of decentralisation in Northeastern
Thailand? Second, do these local-level phenomena reflect a perspective
on international relations that differs significantly from the central
government’s view? And if so, in what ways do these differences

manifest?

Comparative analysis reveals that each major power employs a distinct
aid model that influences local governance in unique ways. Japan,
through the Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA), has
transitioned from a focus on hard infrastructure to “soft infrastructure”
and human-centred development. By working directly with local
administrative organisations to transfer knowledge and administrative
technologies, Japan acts as a mentor that promotes administrative
decentralisation. This approach empowers local officials with the skills
and confidence to manage public services independently which effectively
creates a foundation for self-governance that reduces reliance on

the central government.

In contrast, the United States has shifted its role from a Cold War
security provider to a champion of democratic values and civil society.
Through USAID, American assistance now focuses on cross-border
human security issues such as health, environment, and human
trafficking. This model promotes “social decentralisation” by empowering
non-governmental organisations and civil society groups to monitor
state power and transnational capital, thereby creating a robust system

of checks and balances from the bottom up.

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China, conversely, presents a model characterised by “connectivity”
and “material wealth” through mega-projects like the high-speed
railway under the BRI. While offering significant economic opportunities,
the Chinese approach relies heavily on government-to-government
dealings and top-down decision-making. This model risks reinforcing
centralised state power or “re-centralisation” as large-scale projects
often bypass local participation and require absolute decision-making
authority from the central government, reducing local actors to passive

observers.

Crucially, the study finds that local actors in Isan perceive these
relationships through a lens of economic survival and livelihood
rather than the national security and balance-of-power framework used
by the central government. Local entities engage in “paradiplomacy”
by strategically adopting and adapting resources from different donors
—using Japanese know-how for management, American support for
advocacy, and Chinese infrastructure for wealth creation—to achieve

decentralisation despite the constraints of a centralised state structure.

To make these dynamics for sustainable development, the research
proposes a multi-level strategic approach. The central government
must shift its paradigm from a controller to a facilitator by unlocking
legal and bureaucratic barriers that hinder local governments from
engaging directly with international partners. The state should integrate
Isan’s potential as a regional gateway into the national strategy, allowing

local actors to lead connectivity initiatives with neighbouring countries.

Simultaneously, local governments and civil society in Isan should
adopt a strategy of diversification to balance relationships with great
powers. Local actors must avoid over-reliance on any single donor by
blending the strengths of each nation—utilising Chinese logistics for
market access, Japanese systems for transparent administration, and

American mechanisms for governance and environmental oversight.
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Furthermore, forming regional networks among local governments can

enhance bargaining power in cross-border project negotiations.

Finally, the academic and educational sectors in Isan must reform
international relations curricula to reflect this new reality. Education
should shift from a Bangkok-centric view to “area-based strategic
studies” that recognise Isan as a strategic linkage in the Indo-Pacific.
Programs should integrate multidisciplinary knowledge to address
non-traditional security threats and focus on producing “local diplomats”
equipped with practical skills to navigate the complex geopolitical
landscape, ensuring that local communities can effectively define their

own development path.

Background and Context

This study critically re-examines the place of Ubon Ratchathani in
Thailand’s international relations by proposing Inter-Local Relations as
an alternative analytical framework. Departing from state-centric
paradigms that dominate traditional International Relations (IR),
the research demonstrates how borderland provinces such as Ubon
Ratchathani—historically shaped by colonial encounters, Cold War
interventions, and contemporary Indo-Pacific geopolitics—actively
participate in and co-produce cross-border political, economic, and
socio-cultural relations. Rather than viewing the province as a passive
periphery shaped solely by central-state directives, this study argues
that Ubon Ratchathani is an essential site where global, regional, and
local forces intersect, generating new knowledge about diplomacy,

security, development, and everyday international interactions.

The Indo-Pacific has emerged as the dominant geopolitical framework
of the 21st century, characterised by strategic competition among
major powers, particularly between the United States and China.
Southeast Asia—and especially the Mekong subregion—has become
a key arena where regional infrastructures, development strategies, and

security partnerships converge. Thailand, positioned as a middle power
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and a member of ASEAN, must navigate these geopolitical pressures
while maintaining strategic autonomy and hedging against external risks.
Ubon Ratchathani, located at the tri-border zone linking Thailand, Laos,
Cambodia, and indirectly Vietnam, lies at the heart of these shifts.
Its historical evolution, from the era of French colonial expansion to
Cold War militarisation and contemporary Mekong development
corridors, reveals how major-power competition has repeatedly
transformed its territorial identity, demographic flows, and economic

networks.

Inter-Local Relations builds on border studies, everyday IR, and critical

geopolitics. It highlights four analytical dimensions:

(1) The negotiated relationship between local actors and national
policies, including how central-state decision-making is shaped by
the presence of major powers in Ubon Ratchathani;

(2) Local agency in diplomacy, trade, and people-to-people
exchanges, such as cooperation between provincial officials and
Lao or Cambodian counterparts;

(3) Everyday cross-border practices, including informal labour
mobility, kinship connections, ritual exchanges, and small-scale
trade that persist regardless of national tensions;

(4) Non-traditional security issues, such as migration, environmental
transformations linked to Mekong hydropower, and informal border

economies

The research shows that traditional IR theories—classical realism,
neorealism, and liberal institutionalism—fail to capture the full spectrum
of cross-border interactions in Ubon Ratchathani. While these theories
treat the state as the primary unit of analysis, this study demonstrates
that international relations in border regions are enacted by a diverse
range of actors: provincial governors, local businesses, hospitals treating
Lao and Cambodian patients, informal traders, undocumented residents,

religious organisations, and networks of kinship linking commmunities
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across the Mekong. These actors continuously negotiate, adapt, and
distribute forms of power and authority that influence national-level

policies in indirect yet significant ways.

Historically, Ubon Ratchathani has been deeply influenced by external
forces. The 1893 Siam-France conflict reshaped the region’s territorial
configuration, turning the province into a new frontier confronting French
Indochina. During World War I, Japan intervened to alter territorial
arrangements, while the Cold War transformed Ubon into a strategic
base for the United States. After the Cold War, as regional economies
liberalised and new development agendas such as the East-West
Economic Corridor emerged, Ubon Ratchathani became increasingly
integrated into Mekong economic networks. Today, China’s Belt and
Road Initiative and the United States’ Mekong-U.S. Partnership once
again place the province within the orbit of competing major-power

visions for regional order.

The study also highlights how Laos, Cambodia, and Vietnam shape
Ubon Ratchathani’s international interactions. Lao migration into the
province—especially during the post-1975 economic crisis—reveals
how domestic policy shifts in neighbouring countries directly affect
local populations along the Thai border. Cambodian-Thai tensions,
including historical conflict along the Dangrek Mountains, contrast with
contemporary patterns of cross-border trade and cooperation. Vietnam'’s
historical military presence along the Cambodian border further
contributed to Ubon’s role as a frontline security zone. These multilayered
interactions show that Ubon Ratchathani is not merely influenced by
Thailand’s foreign policy but is actively shaped by the domestic and

foreign policies of its neighbours.

Methodolosgically, this study employs extensive documentary research

combined with insights from over a decade of field engagement
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(2015-2025), synthesising academic literature, state documents,
international agreements, provincial records, and research reports.
The findings illuminate a critical paradox: although Thailand’s political
system remains highly centralised—with provincial governors appointed
from Bangkok—actual international relations in Ubon Ratchathani
frequently emerge from local initiatives and everyday practices outside
central-state control. This disconnect underscores the need for theoretical

innovation and policy recalibration.

The study makes three major contributions. First, it challenges the
epistemological dominance of Western IR theories by showing that
borderland dynamics in mainland Southeast Asia cannot be adequately
explained by state-centric perspectives. Instead, the intertwined histories
of colonialism, socialism, migration, and kinship in Ubon demand
a more pluralistic and locally grounded framework.

Second, it redefines Thailand’s international relations not as interactions
conducted solely by diplomats and elites, but as processes shaped by
provincial officials, local communities, and transnational social networks.
Third, it positions Ubon Ratchathani as a strategic actor within the Indo-
Pacific, capable of enhancing regional connectivity, subnational diplomacy,

and cross-border cooperation.

Policy recommendations arising from the analysis include:

1. Strengthening decentralised diplomatic capacities by allowing
provincial authorities greater autonomy in managing cross-border
cooperation with Lao and Cambodian provinces;

2. Enhancing subnational economic partnerships through shared
border markets, integrated tourism routes, and joint development

mechanisms;
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Supporting people-to-people diplomacy that acknowledges kinship,
cultural ties, and informal exchanges as stabilising forces
in cross-border relations;

Creating provincial platforms for dialogue on non-traditional
security issues, particularly Mekong water governance and
environmental impacts;

Embedding Ubon Ratchathani in Thailand’s Indo-Pacific strategy
by positioning it as a hub for Mekong cooperation, academic

exchange, and regional connectivity projects.

Ultimately, this study argues that Ubon Ratchathani should be understood

not as a distant frontier but as a vibrant diplomatic and geopolitical

space. Inter-Local Relations reveals the province as a dynamic site

where local actors, neighbouring states, and major powers co-produce

multiple layers of international relations. Recognising this complexity

will enrich theoretical debates in IR and inform more responsive,

inclusive, and regionally attuned policies for Thailand in the Indo-

Pacific era.

Backeround and Context

Thailand’s regional universities play a key role in “translating the
global into the local” through the teaching of International Organisations
(I0s) against the backdrop of an evolving Indo-Pacific order, shaped
by competing frameworks such as FOIP and BRICS.

Nevertheless, Thai IR scholarship has paid limited attention to how
IOs are taught in regional universities, particularly how instructors
adapt theories and cases to make global governance meaningful
for local realities. Existing studies focused mainly on central
universities or disciplinary trends rather than pedagosical practice
across regions.

This study fills that gap by examining the course status, theoretical

integration, and local case-based teaching of 10s in eight regional
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universities, showing that the teaching of IOs becomes area-based
and locally grounded through cases, many of which are shaped
by broader Indo-Pacific dynamics, reflecting a more active process
of contextualisation than simply receiving knowledge from

the centre.

Research Questions

1.

How do differences between regional and central universities
reflect the development of IO-related knowledge in Thailand,
particularly in responding to the evolving Indo-Pacific order?
How is the International Organisations course positioned and
structured within regional universities, and what does this indicate
about their pedagogical and curricular priorities?

How do regional universities integrate IR theories and local case
studies into 10 teaching to connect global institutional dynamics

with local realities?

Arguments

1.

Regional and central universities develop 10-related knowledge
differently, as regional institutions draw more directly on their
geographic and socio-political contexts. These variations reflect
how different parts of Thailand experience the effects of the Indo
-Pacific order, from Mekong cooperation to border and subregional
issues.

Regional universities tend to introduce I0s earlier and situate them
within students’ regional contexts, while central universities
emphasise a more theory-structured disciplinary sequence.
Regional universities localise 10 teaching by combining IR theories
with region-specific case studies (e.g., Mekong governance, Thai-
Cambodian border issues, Deep South contexts, and ADB-linked
corridors). This approach helps students connect global institutional

frameworks with local realities shaped by Indo-Pacific dynamics.
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Main Research Findings

Status and Placement of IO Courses: All eight regional universities
teach I0s, though with different statuses, ranging from an IR program
core to a major requirement or an elective in political science.
Regional universities typically teach IOs earlier (Year 2), whereas
central universities—and some regional ones—place the course
in Year 3. This difference reflects distinct pedagogical sequencing
and whether I0s are treated as foundational or more advanced

components of IR training.

Integration of IR Theories: Liberalism, neoliberal institutionalism,
integration theories, and realism dominate IO teaching across
regional universities. Constructivism, although widely emphasised
in mainstream O literature and essential for understanding norm
interpretation and localisation, remains insufficiently taught.

Use of Local Case Studies: Regional universities employ region-specific
case studies to ground IO teaching in local experience. For example,
Mekong subregional governance and Thai-Cambodian border
dynamics in the Northeast and East; peace and conflict issues and
UN agency activities (UNDP, UN Women, WHO) in the South; and
ADB-supported economic and logistics corridors in the North. Some
instructors continue to rely mainly on global cases due to limited
local materials or perceived low local awareness.

Distinct Teaching Patterns Compared with Central Universities:
Central universities emphasise macro-level IO structures—such as
the UN, global organisations, and international regimes—and follow
a more theory-driven, top-down approach. Regional universities,
by contrast, foreground contextual and geographically grounded
examples and adopt a bottom-up orientation linking IOs to regional
development, identity, and security issues.

Overall Implications: IO teaching in regional universities becomes
a key area where global and Indo-Pacific dynamics are interpreted

through local experiences, contributing to the formation of area-based
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IR knowledge. These universities emerge as important decentralised
sites of IR knowledge production rather than passive recipients of

centrally generated content.

Policy Recommendation(s)

Establish a National Network of 10 Instructors: Link regional and
central universities to enhance IO curriculum design, share teaching
practices, and compile local-global case studies—building a shared
knowledge base that supports local actors, as reflected in SDG
partnerships involving Thammasat University, regional universities,
and UN agencies.

Develop a “Local-to-Global Policy Evidence Base”: Create a
repository of local case studies (e.g., Mekong, Deep South, special
economic zones) to inform Thailand’s engagement with |Os,
illustrated by provincial collaborations with I0s such as the ECOT-
ILO workshop in Chonburi.

Strengthen Regional Universities as Knowledge Intermediaries:
Use 10 teaching and research to build local capacity to work with
international organisations, enabling regional universities to translate
global norms—especially in sustainability and environmental
governance—helping provincial and local agencies respond

effectively to policy demands shaped by Indo-Pacific dynamics.

Abstract

This paper investigates the diverse impacts occurring at the local level, particularly
in the northern regions, stemming from developments such as China’s dam construction
on the Mekong River, Official Development Assistance (ODA) from Japan, the United States,
and China, as well as the involvement of various middle powers including the European
Union, Australia, and South Korea. It examines how these dynamics affect borderland
communities, highlighting the significant influence of both superpowers and middle
powers—especially within the context of intensified power competition in the Indo-Pacific.
While International Relations (IR) theories offer valuable conceptual frameworks,
they may fall short in informing policy-relevant analysis that is attuned to both decision-
makers and the lived realities of local commmunities. This paper critically analyses superpower
rivalry and its local repercussions, challenging the limitations of prevailing IR theories.
It seeks to explore alternative approaches for studying global and local dynamics in order
to formulate policy recommendations that are more responsive to a rapidly shifting global
order. In doing so, it aims to contribute to the empowerment of local communities

while simultaneously aligning with broader national interests and policy imperatives.

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Between Global Knowledge and Local Identity: An Integrative
Approach to International Relations Education in Thailand’s

Regional Universities

Abstract

Over the past two decades, regional universities in Thailand have developed
teaching and education in International Relations (IR) in various forms. With proximity
to specific contexts and missions to respond to local communities, these universities
emphasise integrating global knowledge with local issues to produce tangible results.
This transformation corresponds with discourse on Global IR and the concept of localisation,
which call for reducing knowledge centralisation and accepting diverse perspectives
in academic knowledge production. This study uses qualitative research methods through
curriculum analysis and in-depth interviews with faculty from five regional universities
in three main regions to understand how regional universities integrate local contexts into
curricula, how changing Asia-Pacific seopolitics impacts education, what the main challenges
are, and how integration creates added value. The findings show that regional universities
are transitioning from knowledge recipients to knowledge co-creators through three main
dimensions: relational knowledge production where each university develops specialised
expertise according to area contexts, network building and cross-level connections with
local communities, local governments, and international networks, and negotiation
between global and local knowledge by changing the starting point from theory
to phenomena, then applying theory to understand local contexts. Additionally,
Asia-Pacific geopolitics impacts education concretely through development projects,
investment, and research funding, with other actors having different influences according
to area contexts.

The main challenges are negotiating knowledge legitimacy, resource constraints,
lack of cooperation among regional universities, and pressure from evaluation systems
using single standards. However, integration creates three added values: developing
interconnected multi-level analytical frameworks, making the international order concrete,

and decentralising knowledge production to multiple centres of expertise. The study
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proposes development approaches at three levels. At the policy level, diverse quality
assessment frameworks should be developed, research funding mechanisms created, and
balanced academic cooperation promoted. At the institutional level, cooperative networks
should be built, centres of expertise established, and faculty developed. At the classroom
level, teaching should start from local phenomena, integrate experiential learning,
and promote critical thinking. These approaches aim to support regional universities
in transitioning from periphery to centres of expertise participating in developing IR

as a discipline.

Abstract

This research moves beyond a descriptive analysis of foreign aid to critically examine
donor intentions, particularly within the Indo-Pacific. The study questions whether aid
prioritises genuine local empowerment. Northeastern Thailand faces various transformations,
potentially influenced by investments and actions from Indo-Pacific nations. This research,
therefore, analyses how aid can effectively empower local communities to respond
to these changes, some of which may originate from countries like China. Employing
International Relations (IR) theories, the project assesses the strategic objectives and
motivations driving donor involvement and compares diverse approaches. Ultimately,
it aims to formulate policy recommendations for actors like the EU on how to provide
assistance that truly empowers local governance in Isan to navigate the evolving landscape

shaped by Indo-Pacific dynamics.

Inter-Local Relations as an Approach

Abstract

The approach of Inter-Local Relations is a conceptual framework that challenges
state-centric perspectives in International Relations (IR). It highlights the roles of borderland
communities, local administrative organisations, and peoples’ networks that engage across
state boundaries, shaping diplomatic, economic, and socio-cultural relations—either
in parallel with, or entirely separate from, state mechanisms. Inter-Local Relations draws
on borderland studies, everyday international relations, and critical geopolitics,
and emphasises four key dimensions: (1) the negotiated relationship between local actors
and state policies, which is influenced by the role of great powers in Ubon Ratchathani;
(2) the capacity of local actors to formulate their own strategies of people-to-people
diplomacy and economic engagement; (3) the significance of everyday cross-border
practices such as trade, kinship, and informal mobility; and (4) the importance of
non-traditional security issues, including environmental concerns, migration, and informal
border trade. Applied to the context of Ubon Ratchathani—a site of international political
interactions for more than 70 years since the former Indochinese states gained independence
from colonial empires, the Cold War, Post-Cold War and under the era of Indo-Pacific
strategic sphere —Inter-Local Relations demonstrates how borderland communities have
taken active roles in diplomacy, trade, and cultural exchanges. In doing so, it transcends
conventional state-centric explanations and contributes to new understandings of

international relations from the perspective of the margins.

Teaching International Organisations
in Regional Universities of Thailand:
Disciplinary Status, Theoretical Integration,

and Local Contextualisation

Abstract

This study investigates how Thailand’s regional universities, as institutions that
“translate the global into the local,” respond to the dynamics of the evolving Indo-Pacific
order through the teaching of International Organisations. It focuses on three main
dimensions: (1) the disciplinary status of the course, (2) the integration of International
Relations theories, and (3) the linkage between course content and local case studies.
Using a qualitative method, the research draws on in-depth interviews with instructors
who teach International Organisations from eight regional universities across the country
and compares their teaching approaches with one another and with those of central
universities in Bangkok. Findings reveal that most regional universities designate International
Organizations as a compulsory second-year course to build a foundational understanding
of international institutions—distinct from central universities, which generally position it
as an advanced third-year course. Although teaching in regional universities predominantly
relies on liberal and realist theories, normative perspectives such as Constructivism remain
insufficiently integrated into teaching, even though they provide essential tools for
understanding how international cooperation frameworks are socially constructed,
reinterpreted, and translated into concrete effects within local contexts. The case studies
employed by regional universities vary by geographical setting: issues related to
the Mekong subregion and border dynamics in the Northeast and East; peace, human
rights, and community development in the South; and infrastructure and logistics along
economic corridors in the North. These cases enable students to grasp the tangible impacts
of the Indo-Pacific order on their own localities. Overall, regional universities are not
merely transmitters of centrally produced knowledge but active interpreters and adaptors,
creating “area-based knowledge” that links international organizations to real-world local

contexts. Such knowledge can be leveraged as an evidence base for policy development
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and strengthens the role of regional universities as “knowledge intermediaries” between

international organisations and local communities.
