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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

MULTIPOLARITY AND THE RISE OF A GEOPOLITICAL EUROPE :
ASEAN’S STRATEGIC CHOICES AND THAILAND’S PATH FORWARD /.4

Introduction

This academic seminar was convened at a critical juncture in the evolution of the international
system, which is undergoing profound structural transformation and increasing complexity.
The contemporary world no longer operates solely within the paradigm of globalization, but
is instead moving towards a context characterized by deglobalization and the decoupling of
strategic supply chains, driven by intensifying geopolitical, technological, and security

competition among major powers.

This transformation has unfolded alongside broader trends of derisking and the emergence of
global multipolarity, in which economic and political power is no longer concentrated within
a single or limited group of actors, but is instead dispersed across multiple centers — including
the United States, the European Union, China, India, Japan, and other emerging powers. Such
developments have rendered the global strategic environment increasingly dynamic, thereby
requiring states to formulate their external policies with heightened prudence and strategic

sensitivity.

Within this evolving context, the European Union (EU) has repositioned itself from a champion
of liberal multilateralism towards becoming a “Geopolitical Europe.” This concept denotes
the integrated use of economic instruments, security policy, and normative power to safeguard
Europe’s long-term strategic interests and maintain the balance of power, particularly in the

Indo-Pacific region, which is rapidly becoming a central theatre of great-power competition.

Thailand and ASEAN thus find themselves as structural stakeholders in the reshaping of global
geopolitics. The seminar was therefore desigcned to deepen understanding of these
international trends, to analyses the EU’s evolving role, and to examine their strategic
implications for Thailand — particularly in the domains of economic policy, political relations,
security cooperation, and international governance.




GLOBAL GEOPOLITICAL DYNAMICS -
AND THE CONTEXT OF MULTIPOLARITY " ‘ }

Speakers concurred that the contemporary international order is moving towards a polycentric
configuration, distinct from earlier unipolar or bipolar structures. The interlinkages between
technological advancement, security policy, international trade, and regulatory standards have
increasingly transformed international economic relations into matters of national security,

reflecting a broader securitization of economics.

Importantly, deglobalization does not signify isolationism or autarky. Rather, it entails a
reconfiguration of global economic linkages in order to protect states’ strategic interests.
Partial decoupling has emerged through instruments such as export controls on sensitive
technologies, environmental standards, and region-specific regulatory regimes. Within such an
environment, states must carefully balance economic interests with national security

considerations, recognizing the trade-offs inherent in policy choices.

EUROPE’S EMERGING ROLE 4
IN THE INTERNATIONAL SYSTEM “ }

The European Union is adapting its strategic posture to align with these systemic changes by
simultaneously retaining its identity as a normative power and global regulatory standard-

setter, while also seeking enhanced strategic autonomy and security capability.

The Russia—Ukraine War has reinforced Europe’s recognition of the importance of strategic
sovereignty, especially in reducing over-dependence on external energy and technology
sources. As a result, the EU has increasingly prioritized energy security, the digital economy,
the protection of strategic technologies, and comprehensive regulatory frameworks on
environmental, social, and human rights governance. Although the EU must continue to
manage internal diversity of national interests, it nonetheless retains structural advantages as
a global agenda-shaper, especially through initiatives such as the European Green Deal, ESG
frameworks, supply-chain due diligence, and labor-rights standards, which partner states and

businesses worldwide must adapt to.

IMPLICATIONS FOR ASEAN AND THAILAND
v

Situated at the heart of the Indo-Pacific, Thailand occupies a strategic position within a region
where the United States, China, and the EU increasingly project influence and compete for
strategic presence. The Thai-EU Free Trade Agreement (FTA) should therefore be understood
not merely as a trade arrangement, but as a strategic policy instrument shaping Thailand’s

position in the global economy.

However, Thailand must also strengthen domestic legal frameworks, regulatory standards, and
institutional capacity to align with emerging norms in human-rights and environmental
governance, which now constitute key benchmarks of state and corporate credibility globally.
At the same time, non-traditional security issues — such as maritime security, cybersecurity,
and supply-chain resilience — are gaining significance, underscoring the need for Thailand to

transition from a largely reactive posture to a more proactive and engaged regional role.

BUSINESS, HUMAN RIGHTS;, 4
AND CORPORATE GOVERNANCE “ }

Thailand is the first country in Asia to adopt a National Action Plan on Business and Human
Rights, marking a significant institutional development aligned with European legal trends,
particularly the Corporate Sustainability Due Diligence Directive (CSDDD). These frameworks
should not be viewed merely as compliance obligations, but as instruments that enhance the
long-term competitiveness of Thai enterprises, ensure sustainable access to European markets,

and reduce reputational and legal risks for Thai businesses.
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THAILAND AS A MIDDLE POWER

Participants shared the view that Thailand possesses the potential to evolve into a middle
power capable of exercising strategic multi-alignment and facilitating cross-regional
cooperation. Realizing this role will require the strengthening of a coherent strategic narrative,
improvements in governance, and sustained investment in technological capability and

human capital development.

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS
v

The seminar concluded that Thailand must accelerate institutional readiness for the emerging
global economy, particularly through reforms in labor standards, environmental regulation,
and legal harmonization with international norms. The Thai-EU FTA should be elevated to
the level of national strategic priority, rather than being treated solely as a commercial
negotiation. Key strategic directions include strengthening internal regulatory capacity,
enhancing SME readiness for ESG and due diligence requirements, advancing technology- and
skill-driven economic upgrading, deepening maritime and cyber cooperation, and promoting

people-to-people exchanges to build sustainable societal linkages.

In parallel, Thailand should expand its role in new-generation security cooperation, research
and technological development, and long-term human-capital enhancement in order to
consolidate its credibility as a reliable and forward-looking strategic partner within an

increasingly multipolar international system.
