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In recent years, China’s soft power has been on the rise, climbing to the 4th position worldwide according to the Global Soft 
Power Index. In North Macedonia specifically, China’s reputation has improved by 13% between 2018 and 2021 and China 
has achieved the biggest return-on-invest in terms of positive media perception compared to the investments in this field.  
What are the tools and tactics that China has been using to achieve these results? What narratives are being put forward to 
anchor China’s soft power? And most importantly, what are the objectives that China pursues and the impact that it has 
achieved so far?
